It has been our pleasure to move many residents into new homes built by Clark Builders. While these 

homes have passed inspection, even new houses can have maintenance issues.  If there is a mal-

function in a new home, it often happens soon after the resident moves into the house.  Our Mainte-

nance Staff, as part of the property management company, would be happy to repair the problem, 

but doing so would void the warranty associated with the malfunction.  Liberty Park is required to 

report the problem to the appropriate company.  This is done as soon as the problem is identified by 

our Maintenance Staff.  Liberty Park must then wait for the warranty company to respond, set up an 

appointment and come out to the house to correct the problem.  Because this process must be fol-

lowed, the repair can take longer than it would if  the Liberty Park Maintenance Staff were making the 

repair.   This procedure must be followed for all issues related to the house and the yard that sur-

rounds it.
